The total positive cases for COVID-19 is now one thousand two hundred twenty-seven
(1,227) in Wharton County and we have had four hundred fifty-three (453) reported
cases who have recovered. Wharton County has seven hundred forty-six (746) active
COVID-19 cases. No (0) additional fatalities due to COVID-19 were reported, thus our total
number of deaths remains at twenty-eight (28).
