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Wharton County Office of Emergency Management has received a report today from the
Texas Department of State Health Services that we have four (4) new positive cases of
COVID-19 and zero (0) new recoveries to report. The only information we received on these
cases is that two of the cases are in the El Campo area, one is in East Bernard and one is in
the Boling area.

The total who have tested positive for COVID-19 is now at ninety-eight (98) in Wharton
County with forty-four (44) reported cases who have recovered and sadly, one death.
Wharton County has fifty-three (53) active COVID-19 cases.
